General:

Ingestion:  
The principal toxic effect of this product, when swallowed, is likely to be due to the ethylene glycol content that causes kidney damage. Symptoms of ingestion may include abdominal discomfort and pain, dizziness, malaise, lumbar pain, central nervous system depression and other symptoms related to ethylene glycol ingestion. Severe kidney damage accompanies gross overexposure.
